Anyone who has ever tried to fix, build, paint, write, fly,
or you name it, has uttered the expression oop’s more
than one time in their lives.

| purchased sandpaper, primer, and a gallon of paint.
The newest primer at the time was bright orange in
color and was supposed to fight rust so | bought it. |
didn't know why | wanted to fight rust as it had already
won the battle and had taken over the car, but let's get
on with my point. After water sanding the entire car,
making some body repairs and masking, on with the
orange primer followed by the color. What no primer
sanding? Nope, | never knew this was needed and what
| had read made no mention of this. When |
compounded the paint out, | had a dark British green
car with thousands of tiny orange dots, oops!

My second car was a very nice 1949 Mercury sport
coupe. This car was just as good a runner as it was good
looking. The only mechanical problem | ever had was
that one day it would not come out of overdrive. Not to
worry it ran fine in overdrive and it was saving gas. | had
no extra money for the repairs and everyone said not to
worry so | didn't.
